This
includes collaborations among GEA sections (UME, GME, CPD), across GEA
regions (CGEA, NEGEA, SGEA, WGEA) and/or proposals that engage multiple
schools, professions, or departments.  Multiple projects may be funded each year
up to $10,000 each up to a two-year grant period. The number of proposals
funded per year will depend upon the GEA budget and proposal quality.
