The organizers of this meeting were mildly
surprised to find the lounge in which they
hald the meeting packed. "It seems as if
evervone has a gripe aboul visitation”, said
one of the organizers. What prompted this
meeting and the following meetings which
were held every other day during the spring?
A young lady named Linda Podojil

Linida Podojil had been “caught™ with a
“*man” in her room a lew minutes ofter the
enid of visitation hours. Her Resident Advisor
had given her a Judical Review despite the
fact that she had been studying and it was
nal 6 delibarate act of violation

This is when Linda and some of her friends
decided to hold a meeting to air gripes about
the rules of visitation and lo see whal other
people thought aboul il. People showed up lor
these meetings and il was during one of these
meetings thal someone came up with the
name for the group: CHOICE. Encouraged
by the success of the student response,
CHOICE planned several rallies for the
spring. The largest of the three rallies was
held April 7th in front of Burruss Hall and
attracted around four thousand students. Also
during that spring, Founders Day and a
Board of Visitors meeting was picketed.

Owver the summer, CHOICE worked on a
Counter-Orientation handbook which was
given out shortly after school started in the
fall. They were put under every other door
in the dorms. This handbook encouraged siu-
dent participation, working within the system
with limits, and examined a few areas of
basic student needs such as student-teacher
relations to the learning process. The hand-
book was received with mixed reactions.
Some thought it humorous, others applauded

Who Wants
Yesterdays Papers?

Collegiate journalism has come a long way
in the past lew years. In the early 1960's stu-
dent newapapers were often so dominated by
school officials that linle relevam informa-
tion was transmitted, By the lale 60°s students
supposedly gained control of the universities
and college newspapers became the mouth-
piece of a disillusioned generation. However,
oven though the student papers began to
discuss important lssues, much of what they
said was lost due to their constant damnation
of the university administrators.

In spite of this fact. the student newspapers
of the time were importan! because they
proved that collegiate journalism was more
than who wan last week's foothall game. They
were also important because they showed
that college students were concerned about
other things than grades and drinking. Stu-
dents were concerned over national issues
such as the Vietnam war or the draft and at
the same time they became sharply aware of
their limited freedom on an individual level.
Today there is no war or draft to protest but
students are as concerned as ever over their
rights and they should be. At least it shows
that studenis care aboul whal they are and
what is happening to them. I'd rather see
someone screaming against my beliels than
see someons silting quietly in the shade not
caring about anyihing.

Apathy is one element that is not part of
ioday's college newspapers. In the posi-
Watergate society high values are placed on
honesty and accuracy. Gelting the facis to the
people with fairness is another. The press
should at all times be careful to examine all
sidas of an argumeni issue belore presenting
it to the readers

The Collegiate Times will attempt to uphaold
this principle at all times and in all depart-
ments. However it is inevitable that during
the course of the vear we may slép on some-
one’s toes. It has happened guite frequently
in the past and it will continue to happen as
long as there is an active Collegiate Times.
But we are nol by any means a closed press.
We wani io hear the thoughis of the students
and adminisiraiors of this university on any
issue whalsoever, All leiters-to-the-editor
are welcomed and don’t think we don’t print
them just because there are only two in this
issue — that's all we got!

8o let us know how you leel. We can't act
without support and this vear the Collegiate
Timas is doing, not only watching.

After nearly 40 wvears in Miles Stadium,
Tech football leams began playing in beauti-
ful Lane Stadium in 1965, and plans are under
way lo expand that facility from its present
35,000 capacity 1o something more than 50,000
seats, and eventually seal 80,000 [as drawn
below].

The Gobblar baskethall teams play in a
striking edifice, the 10,000-seat Stuart K. Cas-
sell Coliseum.

The first facility to move from the planning
board of the late "40s to practical use in 1954
wis Tech's baseball diemond, which still
ranks as one of ihe best in collegiate basahall,

In 18965, a new all-weather, grasstex track
and new hard-surflace tennis couris were add-
ed to the emerging plant. In 1972, Tech initi-
ated a magniflicent struciure, the Charlas 'W.

“We had an
aggressive team that had good speed, and we
sel @ standard for future teams, We proved
we can compele with some of the better teams
in the country, and we'll have to keep it
there.'
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Recruiting And Hostesses Expand Athletics

In the past live years, the athletic programs
ol Virginia Tech have increased markedly in
quality and performance, due primarily to
one major contributing lector, That factor is
recruiting. If one reviewed the 1975-76 sports
season, he would discover that the Gobblers
had winning seasons in all three major sports,
and in two of them, loothall and basketball,
wenl undefeated at home, In addition, the
basketball and baseball teams received invi-
tations to the privileged NCAA tournaments,
while the lootball team barely missed a bowl
bid. The entire recruiting process, is a very
complicated procedure and can be broken
down inlo several components. The nucleus
of the recruiting program centers around the
coaches and the Tech hostesses, who are con-
sidered to be representatives of the Univer-
sity and Athletic Department.

The hostesses, supervised by Denise Jones
and head lootball coach Jimmy Sharpe, fullill
the duty of providing a comfortable atmos-
phere for a recruit and his parents when they
visit the campus. This is directly related to
the careful selection of the hostesses, al-
though some have gained spots by personal
recommendation. Furthermore, a lew of the
coaches express involvemenl by suggesting
their own preferences. The hostesses are
chosen and screened by a special panel on
the basis of personality, polse, character,
intellect, and appearance. However, external
[eatures are not regarded as highly as per-
sonality, since their most important purpose
Is 1o act as a source of essential information
concerning the athletic, academic, and social
aspects of college life. Knowledge of the
Blocksburg community is also helpful.

Al the present, there are a total of 20 hosi-
esses (n the program. One main object in their
ulilization is to have a common interes)
between the prospect and the hostess, such
as the same hometown. A non-dressing Ath-
lete is also available 1o the recruit 1o answer
any guestions he mighi have aboutl the ath-
letic program.

When a prospective player pays a visit lo
the university, he can only remain on the
school grounds for a maximum of 48 hours in
order 1o be legally within the boundaries of
the sirictly enforced NCAA regulations. In
viewing the imposed rules in genoral as (ar
as the limitations are concerned, restrictions
are definitely more prevalent at larger insti-
tutions than al smaller ones. Therelore, very
little time is provided for an individual to
become acquainled with the Tech campus,
The function of the hostesses is typified in
this situation. According to Sharpe, "We

expect them to be very wellversed on facis
about the Universily, the athletic program,
and the community. We want the prospects lo
sea the campus and learn as much about the
school as possible in 40 hours.”

The compleie process aof recruiling is
aciually composed of three steps, The initial
action begins with scouting. Contacts with
the prospect are made as early as his sopho-
more or junior year in high school. Once
again, there are specilic regulations thal
musi be [ollowed. Each college coach is
limited to three visils 1o any one prospect. In
addition. he absolutely cannot make any
attempts to talk to the recruil. nor can any
alumnus invite the prospect to dinner.

The athlete in guestion is lirst acknowl-
edged by werbal recommendations, tele-
phone, or viewing game [ilms. Besides the
prodigious sum of money involved in tracking
down a prospect, the amount ol time that is
consumed on the road is enormous. The
traveling appears (o be endless for the coach-
es, as they spend anywhere [rom one 1o two
nights a week watching players whom they
feel have potential to successfully continue
their athletic careers on the college level.
Once enough interest s expressed toward a
particular individual, he is personally con-
tacted both by phone and letters. This inter-
action usually serves the purpose of a lormal
invitation to visit Tech. Just looking at the
number of recruits {for example, football has
90 annually], can give one an idea of how
sizeable the mailing list is.

After the recruit receives official notice
of the formal invilation, the next step is his
actual physical visit 1o the university. In most
circumstances, the prospect, accompanied by
his parents, [lies o Roanoke airport, (usually
on & Friday], where he is met by a represenia-
tive and taken by car to Blackshurg. On the
day of the game,. breaklast is served to the
recruit al the Sheraton Red Lion Inn, where
accommodations are made. Then, alter a lew
hours have elapsed, he is grested along with
his parents by an assigned hostess and a
non-dressing athlete at Hillcrest Hall, where
together they have lunch belore the game.
After the game, the prospects, parents, hosi-
esses, and coaches eal dinner ot the Red Lion
Inn in o designated dining room, which is
reserved for all visiting prospects. Later in the
evaning, the recruil is free to do whatever he
wishes: for example, he may choose to attend
a football party. On Sunday, an organized
tour of the VPl campus is scheduled on the
Red Lion doubledecker bus. This offers the
chance lor the prospecis lo concentrate on



their specilic points of interest

Since it i the mosi dominani sport in the
lucrative aspoect, lootball receives the greaies
amount of attention in the area of recruiting
Consequently the usage of tho hostesses is
heavily orientad ioward the foolball program
However, similar recruiting technigues and
treatmenis are also carried oul regarding the
othar sports. Recruiting is a year round proj
scl and in every official sport here sl Tech,
there is constant competition with numerous
other schools located in the Eastern part of
the United States. Such compelition mainly
comes Irom Pennsylvania, Maryvland, Wesi
Virginia, Ohio, North Carolina and Washing-
ton [LC., as well as within the state of Vir-
gifiia

The third and linal step in the recruiting
process is the signing of the athlete. If a
prospec! decides to compete [or a school in a
speciflic inter-collegiate conference, he signs
a "Conlerence Leiter” during the month of
Decembaer. Alterwards, a regular “Letter of
Intent” is writlen up which signilies a per-
son's intentions of atlending a particular
institution. The National Letter of Inteni
signed in either February or March, is a
formal, binding document that assures the
university that the prospect will not enroll
in any other school. If the prospect reverses
his decision after he signs the National Letter
of Intent, he musi face the penalty of sinting
oul a year

for top-notch athletes

This is the usual
response concerning the need for a now track
Tech's present trock was constructed long
ago, At that time it was one ol the state's
best, but now it is one of the worst. The
quality of preseni-day iracks gives much
more resillont, and longer lasting surlaces.
In addition, the [oundations ol new tracks
are much more stable-preventing seftling of
the inside lanes

The nesd lor a new rock was evideni in
an occurrence during the Spring of 1976, The
Virginia State Ouldoor Meel was schadaled
for Tech, but upon examination of the track,
the site was changed to the University of Vir-
ginia., Thore were several reasons.

For the last three yvears, Tech has been
unabli o arcange any mesis ol home, due lo
the track. A result of this is higher travel costs,
because the team must go large distances
lo compeie.

Sevieral
large universities are able io have the track
budget balanced by charging admission, rent-
ing to high schools, and scheduling of special
ovenls. The facilities are therelore very ver-
satile, perhaps with options for use by feld
hockey, soccer, and rughy.

There are 1,150 studenis enrolled in the
College, though there is a potential of 3,000
sludents. Resiricted enrollment is doe to the
space provided and teaching methods needed
for Architectural study.

In this day and age, "the quality of progress
should be stressed more than the amount or
size, and creativity should dominate in the
architectura student,” according to Dean
