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This thesis is an analytic study of the fabric of a neighborhood.  Using
Hilton Village in Newport News, Virginia as an example, the graphic analysis en-
compasses all levels of the neighborhood fabric and considers several possible in-
terventions thereto.  The study includes a brief discussion of the traditions and de-
velopment of town and community planning, as well as of the social backdrop of
the period in which the specific community was developed.
