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INTRODUCTION


The Vegetable Agroforestry (VAF) System developed through the SANREM Project in Indonesia is expected to aleviate poverty, food scarcity and reduce environmental degradation in Indonesian watersheds. The project on vegetable agroforestry in Indonesia is located at the Kecamatan Nanggung, a sub-district located in the western part of the West Java Province.  

 This project recognises the importance of women in vegetable production in small scale farms.  The participation of women in this project, however, may be impeded by many constraints against women's participation and by women's relative lack of time and mobility caused by their workload and multiple roles. If this project is to benefit from women's contribution and collective views  and improve the socio-economic well being of women engaged in vegetable production and agroforestry enterprises, a range of strategic and practical measures must be taken to overcome these barriers. 
The first step in formulating specific gender strategies is to conduct gender analysis.  Information from the gender analysis helps identify constraints and helps structure the initiative. The results of a gender analysis are incorporated into planning to ensure that development benefits and resources are effectively and equitably targeted to both women and men, and to successfully anticipate and avoid negative impacts development may have on women or on gender relations.
METHODOLOGY

The objective of the Gender Analysis is to examine the differences in women’s and men’s lives which lead to differences between men and women participation in development project such as VAF project.   Gender Analysis is a two-step process of identifying and understanding the nature and causes of gender inequality. 

1.  Identification: 
The objective of the identification step is to provide gender-disaggregated information on perspectives, roles, needs and interests of different groups of women and men in the area, division of labour, women and men’s access to and control of resources, women and men’s voice in decision-making, and structural and socio-cultural factors that provide opportunities / constraints to ensure equality of opportunity.

Data Collection 


Baseline data for the socio-economic characteristics were gathered in a survey conducted by the Socio-Economic Team in June – July 2006.  the survey was conducted in three village of the Nanggung sub-district, Hambaro, Parakan Muncang and Sukaluyu.  A total of 185 household were selected of the 2 940 households with land holding.  

To provide gender-disaggregated information, the wife or adult woman of the household were interviewed to gather information on; 

1. Activity profile on all categories (production of goods and services, reproductive and human resource management, community works, and organization).  

2. Gender roles in resources’ access and control in the project area (including financial credits, production inputs, production technologies, trainings and developing skills, and marketing channels and information), and in  productive resources (land, labour, capital, credit, education and training) and decisions regarding its allocation and use.

3. Gender roles in intra household level (including gender division of labour within household, gender roles/ job distributions in domestic, public, and social activities, gender roles in household financial management and in agribusiness financial management, gender roles on coping/ survival strategies of family lives and on VAF activities).

4. Local wisdom and endogenous knowledge (including norm, beliefs, laws and regulations) that affect women’s participation in the VAF project or their access to its benefits.

2. Gender Analysis  

The data collected were analysed in an intra household gender analysis, which include (1) how socio-cultural factors influence gender patterns of activity, (2). gender roles in household level including gender division of labour within household, gender roles/ job distributions in domestic, public, and social activities, (3). gender roles in resources’ access and control in the project area including financial credits, production inputs, production technologies, trainings and developing skills, and marketing channels and information,  and (4) local wisdom and endogenous knowledge (including norm, beliefs, laws and regulations) that affect women’s participation in the VAF project or their access to its benefits. The results of the analysis is used to develop gender considerations needed for the project and to develop gender-sensitive project planning, implementing, monitoring and evaluation.  

RESULT AND DISCUSSION

1. Identification 

Practical and Strategic Needs


Women and men have differing roles based on the gender.  Women typically have a triple role: they undertake reproductive, productive and community managing activities. Reproductive role includes child-bearing/rearing responsibilities and domestic tasks required to guarantee the maintenance of family life.  The productive role of women includes  work done for pay in cash or in kind such as agricultural works. Women also have community managing role which may includes activities undertaken primarily by women at the community level such as health care and education. These activities are mainly voluntary, and  unpaid.  


Based on the different roles that women have, they also have different gender needs.  The needs of women in the Nanggung Sub Districts were analyzed from the results of the questionnaire on the perception of women from the three villages on what they think as the most important needs and problems faced by their families. These needs were then classified as either Practical Gender Needs or Strategic Gender Needs.


The practical gender needs are the needs of women based on their socially accepted gender roles in society. These needs are short-terms, immediate and often concern inadequacies their current conditions. The women in the three villages of Nanggung considered financial difficulties (73.2 %) and access to health care (50.3%) as their main concern.  They also concern about the low farm productivity (56.8%) but most (83.6%) do not consider marketing of farm produce as a need (Table 1). 

Almost half of the respondents (48.6%) consider providing food for their families as a problem.  Most family in Nanggung engaged in agriculture (63.4%) although off-farm incomes contribute most to the total household income. Total household income is Rp 1 226 000/year or Rp 236 000/capita/month. According to the socio-economic survey, 52% of the surveyed household are below poverty lines (income lower than Rp 150 000 /capita/month), with Hambaro has higher proportion (67.7%) and Parakan Muncang with the lowest proportion (38.1%). Based on income-expenditure data, 15% of the surveyed household has negative income with expenditure higher than income generated.

Strategic Gender Needs are the needs women identify because of their gender difference in  position in society which is sometime subordinate to men. These needs are long term and common to most women in a community related to gender divisions of labour, shared domestic works and gender differences in participation, access and control. Most women in Nanggung consider low competency of women (68.9%) and low participation of women in organization (76.5%) as their primary concern. However, most women feels that the low participation of women in organization is not due to social constraint for women’s activity outside the house (96.2%), or unequal division of tasks between husband and  wife (95.6 %), because most women (80.9) do not see heavy work load as a problem  (Table 1). 

 Strategic gender needs should be addressed to achieve greater equality for women in Nanggung.  However, the practical and strategic needs are linked.  Responding to the practical needs of women in Nanggung can provide an entry point to addressing their strategic needs.  Without addressing the practical needs such as health care and provision of foods, it will be difficult to meet the strategic needs.

Access and Control Profile

Productive, reproductive and community roles of women require the use of resources. In general, women and men have different levels of both access and control over resources.  Access is the opportunity to make use of the resources needed for their work, and control is the ability to define its use and impose that definition on others over those resources. Resources can be economic: such as land or equipment; political: such as representation, leadership and legal structures; social: such as child- care, family planning, education; and also. The access and control profile identifies resources individuals could use to carry out activities and the benefits they get from them. 

Land is an important resource for an agricultural community.  Access and control over land shows  relative power of members of a society on economy. Average land holding per household in Nanggung sub district is 0.42 ha, ranges from 0.33 – 0.49 ha/household. Of the household surveyed,  11% do not have any control over landholdings. There is unequal distribution of land holdings in the study area, with 20% of the households control 62% of the total land.

Disparities in gender access to land are universal, and can be found in Nanggung sub-district. Only 13.8 % of women have access to land whether as owner or tenant (Table 2). Landownership is also dominated by men and only 13.1% of women have control over landownership (Table 3).

The study showed that there is gender differences in access and control over farm production inputs.   Men dominated the access and control over credits, production technology and labors.  Only 12.9 % of women have access to credits.  Access to credit for women is limited because women do not have collateral, which usually is land title. Without any control over landownership, women are disadvantage over access to credits. In addition, socio-cultural constraints and stereotypes of non-creditworthiness tend to preclude women from obtaining access to many formal sources of credit, like banks, cooperatives and credit unions

Very few women (3.3%) have access to production inputs and technology Generally women have greater access and control over post harvest technology and processing than other production processes.  However, the survey showed that in Nanggung, only 1.6% of women have access and control over post harvest technology and processing.  

Although still dominated by men, a fair number of women  have access (12.6%)  and control (12.6%) over marketing of agricultural products and 12.2% of women have access to information on the price of agricultural products. Socio-economic survey showed that gender role in selling agricultural product depends on the quantity of product. Women only involve in retail marketing of farm products when the quantity is small.

There is a gender difference in access to farmers’ organization and trainings.  Only  9.1% of women have access to an organization compared to 87.7 % of men who have access and control over organization.   Access and control over trainings are also dominated by men, however, the percentage of women who have access to trainings is higher (14.5%) compared to access to organization. The access and control of women over organization and trainings, although still low provide the entry point for trainings of women in a VAF system

The access and control profile shows the extent to which women are impeded from participating equitably in the project. If women have limited access to income or land, they may be unable to join groups, which provide production inputs and commercial opportunities, or to become independent commercial vegetable  producers
Decision Making Profile
Women frequently perform a variety of functions in the farm household. They act as food producers, wage earners, care takers of the family looking after nutrition, and post harvest managers. Several studies have shown that the gender affects the decision-making process in agricultural production and household expenditure, as well as the management of food consumption within the farm households (Balaguru, 1992).

The result of the survey showed that  in the three villages of Nanggung, women have little role in decision making regarding farming financial planning and activities. The decision on farm financial planning and expenditures are dominated by men. Women have little role in the decision making for routine farm financial planning (10.2 %),  and planning for purchase of production inputs (9.3 %).  The decision for the utilization of home garden for food crops is dominated by men (47.4%) but in some households women participate in cooperation with men/husband (34.4%) to make decision on types of commodity to plant (Table 4).

Women are more involved in  family financial planning (31.3%). There is a larger proportion  of women who are motivated to learn about family financial planning (40.2%) compared to the  percentage of women (11.2%) who are interested in learning about farm financial planning. When it comes to family financial matters, women are dominant in making decision in food and health expenditure. For education expenditure, women and men of the households have equal role  (Table 5)

The gender differences in decision making profile  in intra-household level affect the decision on coping strategy. When faced with family financial difficulty, men will try to find extra jobs (44.0%)  and only 5.5% will ask wives to work outside the house. Under the same circumstances, women will decide to reduce food consumption (79.4%)  and cut expenses for health  (42.2%), education (36.9) and transportation (40.5%). Higher percentage of women (40.8%) will decide to borrow money to supplement family income compared to men (8.5%). Women  in cooperation with their husbands (50.9%) will decide to help during difficult times.

The minimum ability of women in decision making of productive activities, has made  women dissatisfied with their current conditions. Most women are not satisfied with their  family financial situation (73.2%), food condition (50.8%) and their assets (65.6%). Women are also dissatisfied with their participation in village community activities (82.4%) and their knowledge and skills (74.3%).  However , most of them are 
quite happy with their family and social relationships.

Activity Profile

The household, can be defined as a nuclear  family or kinship unit; those who share a common residence; or those who share a joint function such as consumption, production, investment or ownership. Gender is one of the cause in  intra-household difference. Within the household a socially-constructed gender division of labour exists that generally places greater time and energy demands on women than on men. Women typically have a triple role reproductive, productive and community managing activities.
In many parts of Indonesia, women constitute almost half of the work force engaged in agriculture. Rural women participate in a broad range of agricultural activities starting from the selection of seeds, planting, weeding, harvesting, threshing, drying, stacking and storing to feeding the family from the harvested produce. 
In the sub-district of Nanggung, the socio-economic study shows that the involvement of women in agriculture is limited (17.6%) . The involvement is more prominent in the irrigated and rain-fed paddy fields, where women play important role in planting (40.4-45.3%) and crop maintenance (43.9 – 47.9%).  Women participation in other type agriculture is minimum such as dry land agriculture (12.1%) and monoculture garden (9.6%). 

The survey showed that women allocated most of their time (5 – 10 hours/day)  doing domestic actitivities. This includes domestic tasks done by women required to guarantee the maintenance of the household, such as fuel and water collection, food preparation, child care, education and health care. Child care takes most of the allocated time  (10 hours/day) for domestic activity, therefore, women with young children may be less able to participate in productive activity.   

Women allocated less time in productive activities including agriculture activities (0.67 – 4.03 hours/day).  Women who are working in rice fields or rain-fed rice field allocated more time outside their home than those who works in home garden or other agricultural activities (Table 8). This results is consistent with the finding from the socio-economic study. 

Participation in formal organization is considered as a strategic need by most women in Nanggung (Table 1). However, the main social activity of women in Nanggung is mostly limited to Majlis Taklim or religious meetings, where most of the respondents (95%) participate.  Only few respondents belong to farmer groups (Table 9).  The low participation of the women in Nanggung in farmer’s groups is an important issue that needs to be addressed to ensure women participation in the VAF system.

Women in Nanggung also involve in volunteer works (33.9%). These volunteer works constitute community managing role which may include activities undertaken primarily by women at the community level such as voluntary works in  health care (Posyandu) and education.  Women involvement in community social activities can be used as an entry point for introducing the VAF system to women in Nanggung.

Local Norms and Beliefs Related to Gender

Gender differences stems from systemic gender biases that may exist in the form of norms, beliefs and attitudes that past down from mother to daughter and sons.  The study on women in Nanggung sub-district showed that there is gender difference in the norms, values and beliefs that are past down to women and men from their parents.

The norms and values considered important for  women which are past down for generations are  women should be obedience to husbands (36.6%),  be a good daughter (12%),  and competent in domestic chores (14.8%).  Only 1.1% of the respondents  considered that women should be educated (Table 10). The norms and values past down to sons from their parents are different than those for daughters. Men are expected to be hard working (40.4%), and  responsible head of family (16.9%).

CONCLUDING REMARKS

The specific gender objective of this project are to provide mechanisms to involve women in decision making process and to ensure participation in sustainable production and marketing to improve socioeconomic well-being of women engaged in vegetable production and agroforestry enterprises.

Related to the first  strategic objective (SO1);  to provide mechanisms to involve women in decision making process, several gender specific issues have been identified ; 

1. The decision on farm financial planing and expenditures are dominated by men. Women have little role in the decision making for routine farm financial planning (10.2 %), planning for purchase of production inputs (9.3 %).  (T)

2. The decision for type of commodity to plant and the utilization of home garden for food crops is dominated by men (47.4%) (T)

3. Women participate in cooperation with men/husband (34.4%) to make decision on types of commodity to plant  (O)

Related to the second strategic objective (SO2), to ensure participation in sustainable production and marketing to improve socio-economic well-being of women engaged in vegetable production and agroforestry enterprises, several gender specific issues have been identified; 

1. Gender practical needs are more dominant than the strategic needs. Women in the three villages of Nanggung considered financial difficulties (73.2 %), access to health care (50.3%) and providing food for their families (48.6%)  as problems. (T)
2. Women  concern about  low farm productivity (56.8%) (O)
3. Most women (83.6%) do not consider marketing of farm produce as a need.(T)
4. Most women in Nanggung consider low competency of women (68.9%) and low participation of women in organization (76.5%) as their primary concern. (O)

5. Men dominated the access and control over resources needed for vegetable production including lands, credits, production technology and labors.  Only 13.0 % of women have access and control over  land, only 12.9 % of women have access to credits and only 3.3% have access to production inputs and technology  (W)
6. A fair number of women  have access (12.6%)  and control (12.6%) over marketing of agricultural products and 12.2% of women have access to information on the price of agricultural products (O)
7. Women involvement in agriculture is limited (17.6%) and mostly in rice culture. Women participation in other type agriculture is minimum such as dry land agriculture (12.1%) and monoculture garden (9.6%). Women involvement in dry land agriculture and agroforestry is very minimum.
