The course as presented is for Virginia schools and was
prepared and used under conditions which rrevail at Apple Grove,
in Louisa County. The course was taught there in 1922-23, and
has been revised in the 1light of experience thus gained, and of
suggestions from the Teacher-Training Department at the V.P.I.

7he present form is the result of still another revision
suggested by the State Supervisor of Agrioultural Bducation, %o
8ake the work reflect the latest available suggestions as to
sourses of study.
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It is proposed that the actual work in Farm Hanagement
be 2ahnal to docupy 153 daye, or nine momthe of 17 working dsys
eachs. The othexr thres days of each month will usually be
aeeu‘lal in project study, examinaticns, holidays, etec. One dis
cussion of courses of atady, to whieh no sivnatnre appsara, nakes
the fﬁllauing suggestions:
