Foreign Quarantine

The concept of quarantine emerged in the 
early 14thcentury after the arrival of the 
Black Death plague in Europe

Quarantine derived its name from the Italian 
word ‘quarantina’ meaning ‘approximately 
40 days’

Quarantine before entry literally should 
mean isolation for the appearance of 
symptoms



Plant Quarantine

Foreign Quarantine

Exclusionary efforts to protect the 
agriculture and natural resources of an 
importing country against harmful non-
indigenous pests and pathogens

Referred to as “foreign quarantine”



Plant Quarantine

Foreign Quarantine

Issuance of foreign quarantines prohibits the 
importation of host materials of the plant 
pest or disease

Foreign quarantine notices specify the host 
material to be excluded and name the 
country where the pest is present or disease 
occurs



Plant Protection

Domestic Quarantine

For control activities directed towards 
limiting the introduction or spread of pests

Safeguard against the domestic spread of 
introduced plant pest and diseases into new 
areas

Plant Protection & Quarantine

A control strategy against plant pests applied 
to the following areas:

Exclusion of exotic organisms of quarantine 
importance

Phytosanitarycertification and/or treatment 
of agricultural exports

Plant protection or control, including survey, 
of recently introduced pests that are not yet 
widespread in the ecological range of their 
hosts
