Cut along the lines and place the individual words in a box or container. As students complete “The 

Red Wheelbarrow” Ideas Sheet, they can select a word from the box, and copy the word into the 

appropriate box on their sheet. (It goes in place of “glazed” in the original poem.) Students can 

replace the word they select with another if the word does not fit their poem.
