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A PREFACE

TO THE DIRECTORY

Democracy functions under two major emphases — the worth of the
individual and the welfare of the group . Since the group is but a multi-

ple, the individual must assume first priority in the study of any human
institution.

The future of industrial arts education in America is largely in the
hands of its teachers, most of whom have prepared for their careers
under some of the one thousand industrial arts teacher educators in
more than two hundred institutions of higher learning . These men and

women who teach the teachers have a grave responsibility, both indi-
vidually and collectively . They are a profession . Industrial arts will

rise upon their shoulders or fall at their feet . Each contributes and will

continue to play an important role.
The American Council on Industrial Arts Teacher Education takes

pleasure in introducing each of us to all of us . Yearbook II is devoted

and dedicated to the individual industrial arts teacher educator.

Procedure
Who is the industrial arts teacher educator? What has he done and

what is he doing? Yearbook II is the most complete answer to these

questions yet assembled . The collection and organization of personal
and professional data for about a thousand individuals was no mean

task.
It started on January 5, 1951, when the council president addressed

a letter to department heads of all institutions of higher learning offer-
ing instruction leading to certification in industrial arts . Enclosed

with that letter were a questionnaire concerning facilities, personnel,
and programs and copies of a blank entitled, Who's Who in American
Industrial Arts , Teacher . Education, for all staff members . It later proved

impractical to include all of this information in a single volume ; hence,

Yearbook I dealt with an inventory analysis of facilities, personnel,
and programs, while the biographical data concerning teacher educators

was reserved for Yearbook IL
A number of follow-up requests were sent during the remainder of the

year . About a month after the original mailing, a postcard reminder was
sent to all department heads from whom no reply had been received . A
second letter, with questionnaires and Who's Who blanks, was mailed
three weeks later . Individual letters were then sent to those teacher
educators who had not returned the Who's Who information, and a final

letter to department heads was mailed on April 16.
In May, 1952, a letter was sent to all department heads requesting

deletions and additions to bring the personal and professional data,
now on file, up to date . A final memo in September was addressed to
all individual teacher educators from whom the council still had re-
ceived no reply.

Findings
Here, for the first time, industrial arts teacher education is analyzed

in terms of its human composition . Personal and professional biograph-
ical data are included for each individual under the headings : name,
address, date and place of birth, present position, formal education,
marital status, professional and other work experience, publications,
organizations, areas of specialization, travel, and avocational interests.

Yearbook I records the physical and instructional aspects of indus-

trial arts teacher education in the United States ; Yearbook II completes
the picture by presenting the people who compose the profession.

James I . Paige analyzed the first 500 returns as a part of his
master's thesis presented at the University of Florida in June, 1951 . A

study of later returns indicates no significant change in percentages
tabulated ; hence, the following data are derived from his thesis.

Place of Birth
New York, Wisconsin, and Texas are the native states of about

twenty-three per cent of the industrial arts teacher educators . Seventy-
three per cent were born in the fifteen states of Illinois, Indiana, Iowa,
Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota, Nebraska, New York, Ohio, Missouri,
Oklahoma, Pennsylvania, Tennessee, Texas, and Wisconsin.

Seven states were not listed by a single individual, and less than
five were born in each of twenty states. Twenty-five or more persons
were born in each of seven states.

Less than two per cent were foreign-born — four in Canada and one
each in France, England, and Sweden.
Marital Status

Six per cent were unmarried, while seventeen per cent were married
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and childless . The number of children in the families of the remaining

seventy-seven per cent ranged from one to ten, with an average of 1 .94.
Only twenty-two per cent of the educators had more than two chil-

dren, five per cent had more than three, and one per cent had more than
four.

Age
The average age of industrial arts teacher educators was 41 .9 years.

The youngest was twenty-four, and two were sixty-eight years of age.
About six per cent were more than sixty, while seventy-one per cent

were born between the years 1904 and 1925.
Professional Preparation

Slightly more than one per cent of the individuals held no degree,
while almost twelve per cent held the doctor's degree . The bachelor's

degree was held by about thirteen per cent and the master's degree, by
seventy-five per cent.

Individuals holding the doctor 's degree ranged in age from twenty-
eight to fifty-eight years at the time of receiving the degree, with an

average of 39 .69 years of age.
The five hundred educators averaged 9.8 years of experience in

industrial arts teacher education . One individual reported forty-one
years of experience, and about eleven per cent had more than twenty-
five years of experience in the profession . Less than seven years of
experience was reported by fifty-eight per cent.

The average number of years of experience in public school teaching
was 7 .4, but twenty-one per cent reported no public school experience.
Only twelve per cent had more than thirteen years of such experience,
while fifty-three per cent experienced six years or less of public
school teaching.
Publications and Organizations

Twelve per cent of the educators have written one or more books,
and twenty-seven per cent have contributed at least one article to a
professional periodical.

Membership in the American Industrial Arts Association and/or the

National Education Association was reported by sixty-six per cent,
and fifty-five per cent were members of the American Vocational Asso-

ciation and/or the National Association of Industrial Teacher Trainers.
Epsilon Pi Tau was represented by forty-two per cent of the indi-

viduals, while thirty-seven per cent were members of Phi Delta Kappa.
More than fifty national professional organizations and twenty fraterni-

ties were listed.
Travel and Avocational Interests

Forty-seven per cent of the educators have travelled abroad . Of
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these, about three-fourths travelled during service in the armed forces.

Experience ranged from brief visits across the borders to extensive
trips around the world.

About seventy-five per cent of the teacher educators listed avoca-
tional interests, the most popular of which could be classified as

outdoor sports . One individual was state chairman of the square dance,
while another is the former world's champion wild horse race rider.

Among the most popular avocations were photography, home work-
shop, radio, woodwork, home planning and repair, Boy Scout work ,

travel, crafts, model-building, gardening, boating, reading, oil painting,
and music.
Conclusion

It is evident from the perusal of the foregoing data that industrial
arts teacher education is a full-fledged profession, worthy of a perma-
nent place in the circle of higher education . The profession is young,

yet well equipped for its task both in terms of formal education and
professional experience.

It is somewhat surprising, however, to find that about one of every
five industrial arts teacher educators has had no experience in public

school teaching . The study also seems to indicate a need for an
increase in the production of professional books.

The objective of Yearbook II is to present certain biographical data
concerning every individual in the United States who devotes half-time

or more to industrial arts teacher education . The editors acknowledge
that this volume must fall somewhat short of the objective . There are
errors, primarily of omission ; but every effort has been made, with the
resources available, to keep them to a minimum . Industrial arts teacher
educators are urged to send corrections, additions, and deletions to
the executive secretary.

Yearbook II is the result of an effort to take stock of the human

re~-sources of a profession which unquestionably determine the potential
of any educational endeavor . It is earnestly hoped that the information

provided within this volume may serve as incentive and challenge to
American industrial arts teacher educators in the attainment of the

highest professional ideals and goals .
