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DEFINITION
Open Educational Resources (OER) are freely and publicly available teaching, learning, and research resources that reside in the public domain or have been released under an intellectual property license that permits their free use, reuse, modification, and sharing with others.  
They include full courses, course materials, modules, textbooks, streaming videos, tests, software, and any other tools, materials, or techniques used to support access to knowledge." (adapted from the Hewlett Foundation)

	Copy, distribute, display, perform, and remix the work.
	Attribute or credit the author as requested. Indicate any changes.
	 

	CC BY-SA
(CC BY Share Alike)
	Copy, distribute, display, perform, and remix the work.
	Attribute or credit the author as requested. Apply the same CC license used by the author to the derivative work. Indicate any changes.
	 

	CC BY-NC
(CC BY Non-Commercial)
	Copy, distribute, display, perform, and remix the work.
	Attribute or credit the author as requested. Indicate any changes.
	Copy, distribute, display, perform, and remix the work for commercial purposes.

	CC BY-NC-SA
(CC BY Non-Commercial, Share Alike)
	Copy, distribute, display, perform, and remix the work for non-commercial purposes.
	Attribute or credit the author as requested. Apply the same CC license used by the author to the derivative work. Indicate any changes.
	Copy, distribute, display, perform, and remix the work for commercial purposes.

	CC BY-ND
(CC BY No Derivative Works)
	Copy, distribute, display, and perform verbatim (unchanged) copies of the work.
	Attribute or credit the author as requested.
	Remix or create derivatives of the work.

	CC BY-NC-ND
(CC BY Non-Commercial, No Derivative Works)
	Copy, distribute, display, and perform verbatim (unchanged) copies of the work for non-commercial purposes.
	Attribute or credit the author as requested.
	Remix or create and share derivatives of the work, nor copy, distribute, display, perform, and remix the work for commercial purposes.
