their care partners. The IMPACT Collaboratory will fund up to two
demonstration projects designed as full-scale, Stage IV effectiveness
ePCTs that test, measure, and evaluate the effect of a care delivery
intervention program in a health care system for people living with AD/ADRD
and their care partners.
