Chrome Extension: 

 
Chrome extension “Quantify” is created using HTML, CSS and JavaScript. The extension goes 
through Document Object Model (DOM) to identify input fields and autofill those fields. As of 
now, the extension can only fill input fields, and it cannot fill fields like “Select” elements.  
 

2. Collaboration Space 
We employed a combination of GitHub, WhatsApp, and JIRA to oversee our project code and 
coordinate team tasks. Our GitHub repository consists of a single main branch utilizing a trunk-
based branching strategy, enabling each team member to create their own branches to work 
independently and reduce the likelihood of interference. Once changes are completed, we can 
merge these branches back into the main branch, ensuring the integration of new code occurs 
with minimal complications or merge conflicts.

Sprint retrospective: 
We were able to complete 2 of the 3 user stories mentioned in Sprint 1. 

Completed User Stories: 
JAB-2: As a job applicant, I want to be able to Register/Login to the application 

JAB-9: As a job applicant, I want to edit and update my profile, so I can keep my information up 
to date for job applications. 

Incomplete tasks: 
JAB-4: As a bot, I want to automatically fill out job application forms 

Challenges faced: 
None of the team members had any knowledge on how to create a Chrome extension. So, we 
spent a lot of our time going through the documentation and tutorials to learn how to create an 
extension. Because of this, we were not able to complete the JAB-4 user story. 

Things that went well: 
Most of the team members had experience working with React.js before, so we were able to 
quickly create nice user interfaces. We also took advantage of external libraries to speed up our 
development process. For example, for user registration and authentication, instead of storing 
the passwords and verifying them ourselves, we delegated that task to Firebase. This helped us 
quickly complete the JAB-2 user story. 

 

Things that could be improved: 
At the end of Sprint 1, we felt that we could have communicated much more clearly regarding 
who’s going to do what. We had duplication of efforts for some of the tasks. But we were able to 
identify this quickly and rectify the issue. We have decided to have a standup twice every week 
and this should help us stay on the right track.
