Josephine attended a 1-day seminar on 
Avian Flu, organized by SOS Interna-
tional, on March 8, 2006, in Jakarta.  
ICRAF SEARO is not a member of 
SOS International Jakarta.  However, we 
are part of CIFOR-ICRAF Avian Flu 
Preparedness Team (AFPT) and share 
25% cost for procurement of Avian Flu 
Preparedness Protocol provided by SOS, 
therefore we join CIFOR's seat at SOS.  
In Indonesia, the Avian Flu cases are 
fatal (mortality rate is > 70% data as of 
March 2006). Officially reported by the 

Government that 26 out of 33 prov-
inces have avian flu cases; and 22 out of 
27 human cases (patients-positive in-
fected), were reported died. Since 2 
months ago, the Government of Indo-
nesia has made the preparedness proto-
col, but the information on how to han-
dle and to avoid the diseases, is not yet 
clearly spread out to the community. 
We are currently at phase 3 pandemic 
level, which is 'human infections with a 
new subtype, but not human-to-human 
spread, or at most rare instances of 

spread to a close contact'. Some infor-
mation on the Avian Flu has been pre-
sented and circulated to our ICRAF 
Indonesia staff.  Staff and dependants 
have taken Seasonal Flu Vaccine in 
December 2005.  Need more informa-
tion?

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Working together to protect environment and to improve livelihood  

On the 15 of March, IPB and CIFOR 
organized a workshop as an initial effort 
to invite all stakeholders of CICATIH 
watershed (Sukabumi – West Java) to dis-
cuss potentials and constrains in protect-
ing the watershed and improving the 
quality of life of the people residing 
within the watershed. At the workshop, 
IPB-CIFOR research team presented 
their research finding focusing on the 
bio-physical aspects of the watershed and 
the socio-economical aspects of the peo-
ple in the watershed. The representative 
from ASPADIN (Asosiasi Pengusaha Minu-
man dalam Kemasan Indonesia) provided 
information on the number of factories 
currently in operation in the area and ex-
plained the potential financial contribu-
tion paid to the local government. Other 
presentations were given by representa-

tives of the central government (Ministry 
of Forestry), non-government organiza-
tion - WALHI, and BPDAS Cimandiri- 
Cisadea. The participants of the work-
shop agreed to further intensify research 
on identification of stakeholders, bio-
physical and socio-economic aspects of 
the watershed, funding potential, and in-
stitutional and policy aspects of environ-
mental service rewarding mechanisms put 
into action.
