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If you haven’t visited the Hahn Horticulture Garden lately,
you will be in for some surprises. We have had a number of
projects and events underway in the past year involving stu-
dents, staff and volunteers. Here’s just a sampling:

New Entry Garden in parking lot

To solve some pedestrian circulation and drainage problems, we
are building/installing a new garden space that provides a handi-
cap accessible walkway from the parking lot up to the entrance
of the Pavilion. The walk begins in one of the parking bays and
extends through a garden space. At one point, the walkway be-
comes a bridge that crosses over a depressed area doubling as

a ‘rain garden’ intended to alleviate the drainage problem.

The cost of materials for the Entry Garden are paid for by a generous
gift from Mike and Pat Hyer. The garden is being built and installed by
students in Hardscape Materials & Installation (AT 0174/Hort 3664)
and Landscape Contracting Practicum: Rain Gardens (Hort 3584).

New pavers on bridge over Stream and Allee Gardens

As part of their class project, the class in Landscape Construction (Hort
3544) placed new pavers on the bridge. Over time the asphalt walk-
way had subsided so that whenever it rained, there was standing wa-

ter on the bridge for several days afterward. New grades were set,

the right amount of fill was brought in and voila— drainage problem
solved! And it looks great too! The class also installed a new ‘round-
about’ along the Allee Garden, creating an open space where several
paths converge. It is the newest roundabout in the Garden and becomes
part of the standard paving pattern for new walks in the Garden.

‘Simply Elemental” 2016

After its success of the initial Simply Elemental exhibit in 2015,
the Art in the Garden committee has teamed together once
again to bring artwork into the garden from many talented artists
throughout the New River Valley. During August and September,
the garden was the setting for 34 unique art installations. Bring-
ing in hundreds of visitors, the Simply Elemental exhibit has been
a popular event for art and garden lovers throughout the region.

Awards

The Garden Club of America presented its Medal of Honor
to Diane Ragone (BS’77) for her work propagating the bread-
fruit tree as a food source to help alleviate world hunger.
She is director of The Breadfruit Institute, a nonprofit, self-
supporting institution with branches in Hawaii and Florida.

Initially nobody knew how many different varieties of breadfruit
existed, Diane discovered there were more than 400. A mature
breadfruit tree will produce fruit for decades— as much as 1,000
pounds per year, depending on the variety. Besides its value as

a food source, the plant is also useful for construction materials,
medicine, fabric, glue, insect repellent and animal feed. However,
because it’s seedless, the tree is difficult to propagate— something
the Breadfruit Institute has pioneered. Diane and her colleagues
have collected more than 150 varieties of the plant. She said the
institute has distributed 73,000 to 37 countries in the tropics and
subtropics. That’s where 85 percent of the world’s hungry live.
