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A PARTTAL BIBLIOGRAPHY OF THE COTTONTAIL RABBITS

Northeastern biologists interested in rabbit
research formed the Cottontail Rabbit Technicians
Group in 1961 under the wing of the Northeast Sec-
tion, The Wildlife Society and the Northeast Asso-
ciation of Game and Fish Commissioners. The group
meets biennially and attracts biologists from the
south and mid-west who are interested in cotton-
tails. The need for a cottontail bibliography was
discussed, and the compilation was undertaken by
the Pennsylvania and Virginia Cooperative Wildlife
Research Units.

This is a partial bibliography; references to
varying hares and European lagomorphs were deleted
as were incomplete references and those of ques-
tionable accuracy. A bibliography is never com-
plete; it should be updated periodically and any
errors noted.

The references are listed alphabetically and
are indexed by subject matter. The reader may
wish to cut and paste the references onto file
cards which then can be arranged by subject matter
or any convenient system.
