practienl edveation.  He should be fomiline with selentifie development aned
madern hisiness wwdhode: and shonld posscss that degoes of firmness aml
kindness which would ennble him to win and bold the respeet and sympachy
of both Faealty and stodent-hidy,

Delioving they had foumd such o man, e Board of Visitors, in June,
1907, wnnnimously eleoted D, Paul D. Barringer, of the Modieal Foaonlty of
the Puiversity of Vieginis, 10 the position,  Amd §t may be snid Do il
luring hiz covnpuoey of e President’s Chair. aovering. st this writing, o
perid of nine months, Dr. Boarringor has in o way disappointed the high
opinion of the Board. He needed oo introdoction o the Visginia pubilie, sinee
his wark af the Universite and previonsly in RNorth Candine vie alresdy well
kmowe; nnd i can mob b doobted that this was o distinet nilvantage, hoth fo
hin and o the Tostiture,  The tnak which The. Bareinger nssinwed is by noomeans
a light ome—{far from i It demands eapacity for hond sl anremiiing
lntewr, dovation to the wark, a lively intorest in teehnienl and seiontifie training,
willingness {0 aerve, Tamilinrity with goistions of fnanes, anl akilite 1w
gidde and contrel men and bove, pmd o meet wnd fmpeess edueators and states-
men.  The new Presidend has given himself leart pnd seal to the work, nnd
e verdiet of all those in eontaet with him s, that be §s sqnam and bomst,
open ined above-boand ; that be alwiys meets an fssue Tairly; and that ther
are o windings in and out, either in poliey or in his trostment of men.
