The Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical College came into being in 
1872 upon acceptance by the Commonwealth of the provisions of the 
Morrill Act of 1862 "to promote the liberal and practical education of the 
industrial classes in the several pursuits and professions of life." 
Research and investigations were first authorized at Virginia's land-grant 
college when the Virginia Agricultural Experiment Station was 
established by the Virginia General Assembly in 1886. 

The Virginia Agricultural Experiment Station received its first 
allotment upon passage of the Hatch Act by the United States Congress 
in 1887. Other related Acts followed , and al I were consolidated in 1955 
under the Amended Hatch Act which states "It shall be the object and duty 
of the State agricultural experiment stations . .. to conduct original and 
other researches, investigations and experiments bearing directly on and 
contributing to the establishment and maintenance of a permanent and 
effective agricultural industry of the United States, including the 
researches basic to the problems of agriculture and its broadest aspects 
and such investigations as have for their purpose the development and 
improvement of the rural home and rural life and the maximum 
contributions by agriculture to the welfare of the consumer .... " 

In 1962, Congress passed the Mcintire-Stennis Cooperative Forestry 
Research Act to encourage and assist the states in carrying on a program 
of forestry research , including reforestation , land management , 
watershed management, rangeland management , wildlife habitat 
improvement, outdoor recreation, harvesting and marketing of forest 
products, and "such other studies as may be necessary to obtain the 
fullest and most effective L ·e of forest resources ." 

In 1966, the Virginia General Assembly "established within the Virginia 
Polytechnic Institute a division to be known as the Research Division ... 
which shall encompass the now existing Virginia Agricultural 
Experiment Station .... "
