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With the foundation of a working definition of 
nature in hand, the next step was to move from 

universals to particulars by bringing in the variables 
of site and user. Asked by my clients to keep them 
informed of my creative process, we agreed to dis- 
cuss aesthetic matters as “themes.” Having already 

established an aesthetic as a unified body of rules 
directing all aspects of the design and addressing 
appearance and function as equal aspects (hence, a 

functionalist aesthetic), the primary themes here 
were the actions or qualities present in both natural 
growth and human construction, namely, process 

and integration.   £8]
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
