The glass roof is covered by an array of light metal louvers. Each section is fastened to one side of the beam, and arches itself to
another, resting on a small plate. The roof panels, when fully closed, are not meant to block all of the sun. They are used to shield the
building from the high, afternoon summer sun while allowing long strings of light to penetrate through the louvers, glass ceiling, and onto
the walls and floors. These sunspots are perfect for sleeping. The glass ceiling is connected to the sides of the wood beams, and
slopes slightly towards the South wall, allowing water to run off into gutters, and down the side of the building.
