Committee voted to accept the recommendation. :

Ray Smoot reported that the University will provide punch and cookies
for the College Commencement exercises. Each College that wants this
support should call Food Services {Howard King's Office) and order
refreshments according to the number of its graduates. The University
will fund two guests per graduation (100 graduates = punch and cookies
for 300 people); Colleges ordering additional refreshments will pay the
additional charges. Transportation of the food should be arranged when
the order 15 placed.

To date, the College of Education is the only unit which has requested
funding for the rental of chairs and other physical needs.

The Speaker Subcommittee for'1983-was authorized to start its work now.
Gregory Brainerd, President, class of 1983, will be added to the current
Suhcommjttee.

McDaniels hopes everyone comes to the next meeting (May 10) as the
inclement weather plan for 1982 will be discussed. The draft of the
Commencement program also will be reviewed, and the format for the
critique of 1982 will be discussed. {Copy of the 1981 critique attached
to refresh your memory.) :
