We are looking for a few student peer reviewers. This is a paid, hourly position.

You will be asked to mark passages that you find difficult to understand. I will meet with you (via Zoom) to get you started. Please note that your identity will be anonymous. Professor [professor name] will not know whom the student reviewers are nor who said what. So, you will be encouraged to be honest with your feedback and constructive with your criticism.  And if you wish, you will have the opportunity to opt in to being thanked for your review by name in the book. Revealing your name in the book is not a requirement for this work. You will maintain a timesheet for wage payroll [if applicable] and we will meet periodically to review your comments.  I anticipate that this activity can continue [start date-anticipated end date for review].
 
If you think you may be interested and have time outside of your normal classroom hours to participate, please send a short letter of interest describing why you are interested, what you think you could contribute to this project, and when you would be available to start working.
