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Afterword

When one travels and works with visual things -- 
architecture, painting or sculpture -- one uses one’s 
eyes and draws, so as to fix deep down in one’s 
experience what is seen. Once the impression 
has been recorded by the pencil, it stays for good, 
entered, registered, inscribed... To draw oneself, 
to trace the lines, handle the volumes, organize the 
surface ... all this means first to look and then to 
observe and finally perhaps to discover ... and it is 
then that the inspiration may come.
