THE CONCEPT

The enclosing of the hall of worship with one
continunous room proceeding toward the altar and the
exclusion of secondary functions and activities from
this room comprise the basic of this design for a
parish church. Emphasis is placed upon the main en-
trance by the great window above it and the adjacent
baptistery-tower, and the altar is defined by both a
window and its terminal position. Relief from the
austerity of the base walls is gained from the height
and form of the serpentine walls and the shadows and
reflections on them from the stained-gzlass windows at
both ends. The eye of a person in the nave is forced
toward the focal point, the altar, by the absence of

views into side aisles,

STRUCTURAL SYSTEMS AND MATERIALS
Bearing walls of brick support the undulating econ-

crete bearing walls that in turn support the concrete
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roof system. A rising platform will be used as form-
work for pouring the walls and will serve as a form
for the pouring of the roof. The concrete plank units
spanning the side aisle can be inserted after the
principal concrete structure is built. The colored
glass windows will be deeply stained to help exclude

glare and heat.,

ACQUSTICS

The effect of echoes from the end walls will be
minimized by the placement of the glass panels in
broken surfaces. Mechanical sound reinforcement will

not be necessary.

MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT

An electriec radiant heating system will be placed
in the floor. Duct space in the base walls will be
used for mechanical ventilation. Air conditioning will
not be necessary. Mechanical equipment for the organ

will be placed in the basement under the organ.
