TERMINOLOGY

I extension reports are to convey the intended informatic it is important that the terminology emploved be that
generally aceepted by members of the extension teaching profession everyw Precise use of extension lerms is an
obligation each extension worker owes to the other members of his or her profession T'he following definitions have been
approved by the United States Department of Agriculture and by the Association of Land-Grant Colleges and Universities

Deriximions or Exvexsion Terss

A community is & more or less well-defined group of rural people with common interests and problems. Sueh a group
may include those within a township, trade area, or similar limits. For the purpose of this report, & community
is one of the several units into which a county Is divided for conducting organized extension work

A cooperator e a farmer or homemaker who agrees to adopt certain recommended practices upon the solicitation of an
extension worker. The work is not direetly supervised by the extension agent, and records are not required, but
reports on the success of the practices may be obtained

Days in field should inelude all days spent on official duty other than “days in

v J ¥

Days in office should include time spent by the county extension age the o at annual and other extension
conferences, and on any other work directly related to office adm

Demonastrations as contemplated in this report are of two kinds—method 1onstrations and result demonstrations.

A method demonstration is a demonstration given by an extension worker or other trained leader for the purpose of

owing how 1o carry out & practice. Examples: Demonstrations of how to can fruits and vegetables, mix spray

and cull poultry

It demonstration is & demonstration conducted by a farmer, homemaker, boy, or girl under the direct supervision

of the extension work to show locally the value of a recommended practice Such & demonstration involves a

substantial r'rlml of time and records of results and comparisons, and signed o teach ers in addition to the

person condueting the demonstration. Examples: Demonstrat the applieation of fertilizer to eotton will

result in more profitable yields, that underweight of certain children ca corrected through proper diet, that the

use of certified seed in growing potatoes is a good investment, or t a large farm business results in a more efficient
use of labor

The adeption of a farm or home practice resulting from a demonstration or other teaching activity employed by the
extension worker as a means of teaching is not in itsell a demonstratior
